Can we ever know God, who God is, what God is? No, not intellectually, we cannot fathom the 

height, breath or width of God. But we can know God in a personal and loving way that is 

beyond our understanding. 

In Psalm 25 we read: ñTeach me your ways, O Lord, make them known to me.ò 

Since the beginning, human kind has hungered to be closer to Godï to know God. The 

prophets gave us a glimpse of God, but we didnôt get it. 

The advent of Jesus Christ into the world, gave us a beginning to understanding God by 

example, lessons, parables and love. Jesus opened the way to a better knowledge of God. He 

often prefaced his parables with the phrase, ñthe kingdom of heaven is like this.ò He was 

telling how things are with God. 

Like todayôs parable from Matthewï Mercy is one attribute of God and we are expected to be 

forgiven too. 

My own experience in getting to know God has been helped in several ways: 

* Prayerï daily, deliberate, and in a dedicated time frame 

* Scripturesï regular, reading, learning, marking, and inwardly digesting 

* Relationshipsï with friends, neighbors, strangers, relationships that grow because we nurture  

                        them and see Godôs spirit in each person 

* Communionï the sacrament provides the special nourishment to be renewed by Godôs grace 

                          to love and serve the Lord 

We often get to know someone because of an introduction by someone else. Our best friend 

today, was a stranger to us once. 

God need not be a strangerï Jesus has made the introduction. 

A story from the movie, ñTo Kill A Mockingbirdò, when Atticus Finch introduced his daughter 

Louise Finch (Scout) to Mr. Arthur Radley, he added, ñI believe he already knows you.ò 

Jesus has introduced his Abba to us, and he tells us- ñGod already knows you.ò Amen.
