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NEW ROOF OVER OUR HEADS

It should be apparent to most that the shingles on our church and chapel roofs have been
sliding or blowing away for the past five years or so. We were hopeful that we could wait
another few years to replace the shingles, but to do so would mean possible roof leaks and
damage to the interior of our buildings. We expect the shingle replacement work to begin
on Monday, April 21, and will take two to three weeks to complete. The new shingles
carry a 50-year warranty. We entertained five bids and awarded the $65,000 contract to
Turner Roofing Company. In addition, lightning rods will be placed on the chapel roof. A
single donation in the amount of $3,500 has been received to cover this cost.

Beginning with the 2006 budget, it has

$30,000 each year towards future maintenance projects. We reached this goal in both

2006 and 2007; however, this yeards budget

we elected to replace the boiler in 2007, servicing the church and parish hall, in order to
begin realizing more efficient gas savings. Thus we have not been able to accrue the nec-
essary money to pay for the roof shingle replacement at this time.

During the past 25 years our congregation has been very responsive and generous in do-
nating and bequeathing over a quarter million dollars. This has been used for improve-
ments such as air conditioning the church and chapel, new carpeting for both buildings,
church sound system, lighting and wiring of the church and chapel, to name some of the

projects. When you add the money raised

the boiler replacement and the projected cost for the roof shingle replacement, we will
have spent very close to one million dollars during the past quarter century. We can be
proud of our stewardship efforts in maintaining our buildings and grounds. This roof re-
pair represents the last expected major maintenance project facing us for the foreseeable
future.

The vestry has approved to borrow the necessary money from our endowment fund, to be
paid back, with interest, as soon as possible. We anticipate we will need to raise approxi-
mately $40,000 of the expected total expense as we do have $25,000 accrued cash avail-
able. We are asking for the congregation to help at this time with a one-time donation. To
reduce this $40,000 total to a manageable amountd think, if 150 individuals contributed
$265 each, our goal would be reached. Some may be able to do more, and certainly all

contributions are wel come. We are aski

and to have all funds collected by September 1, 2008.
